HYPOTHESES
  

The research model, survey instrument and guided interviews were designed and utilized to provide insights into the following hypotheses. 

  

H1: that younger people are more likely than older people to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H2: that gender is not related to willingness to relocate in the face of local economic decline 

  

H3: that people with more years of education are more likely than people with fewer years of education to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H4: that persons with lower incomes are more likely than persons with higher incomes to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H5: that race is not related to willingness to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H6: that single people are more likely than married people to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H7: that people with more skills are more likely than people with fewer skills to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H8: that people with no children are more likely than people with children to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H9: that people with less church affiliation are more likely than people with more church affiliation to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H10: that people with a shorter length of local residence are more likely than people with a longer length of local residence to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H11: that people who are computer user are more likely than people who are not computer user to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H12: that people who other local family members are more likely than people who not with other local family members to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic  decline. 

  

H13: that people who are open to change are more likely than people who are not open to change to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline. 

  

H14: that people who has a sense of adventure are more likely than people who do not have a sense of adventure to be willing to relocate in the face of local economic decline.
